Former governor pushes Blair to quit

A former two-term Kansas governor 

acknowledged pressuring 

Republican Clay Blair to resign as 

chairman of the Kansas Bioscience 

Authority board. 

But it had nothing to do with 

politics, said John Carlin, the former 

Democratic governor, whom 
Gov. Kathleen Sebelius appoint- 

appointed 

ed to the board last year. 

There was concern that we 

needed to get our act togethei 

Carlin said. 

Carlin said he 

was referring, in 

part, to a lack of 

transparency about 

KBA transactions, 

including planning 
assignments related Carlin 

to a 91-acre innovation 

campus that the KBA and 

Kansas State University have proposed 

in Olathe. 

Shortly before his June 5 resignation, 

Blair came under fire for 

appointing Dennis Patterson as

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manager for the Olathe project in 2006 

then failing to tell the full KBA board that 

Patterson is his son-in-law. 

Patterson was paid about $9,000, and 

more than $14,000 worth of legal work 
on the project was directed to Blair s 

cousin and two fellow lawyers at Stinson 

Morrison Hecker LLP. 

In addition, Carlin said, Blair was discouraging 

CEO Tom Thornton s efforts to 

institute refined investment procedures. 

In October, Thornton became the authority s 

first CEO. The Legislature established 

the KBA to invest more than $500 
million in the state s life sciences industry 
during the next decade. 

But Clay was not anxious to suddenly 

change things 180 degrees  after Thornton 

joined the KBA, Carlin said. 

I have no problem giving Clay a lot of 

credit,  Carlin said. He was a great initial 

leader. But his entrepreneurial, privatesector 

sector approach in almost a total way was 
not totally compatible with a state entity 

with taxpayer dollars.  

Therefore, Carlin said he pressured 

Senate President Steve Morris, who appoints 

two of the KBA s nine voting board 
members, to withdraw his appointment 
of Blair. 

Carlin and Blair differ on what transpired 

next. 

On June 18, Blair provided this account: 

The night before my resignation, I 

got a call from John Carlin, telling me that 

Morris was going to withdraw my nomination 

if I didn t resign and, furthermore, 
they would vote 5-4 against the K-State 

(project) 

Carlin, a visiting political science professor 

at K-State, said,  Certainly, that last 

1 is not true.  

Blair, an Olathe developer who donated 

land for the University of Kansas Edwards 

Campus in Overland Park several 
years ago, said that also facilitating K- 

State s presence in the area was dear to 

his heart. 

With his exit, Blair said, Carlin now 
leads a KBA majority voting bloc that 

also includes Democrats Ed McKechnie, 
Sandra Lawrence and Dan Glickman 
and Republican Angela Kreps, Blair s replacement. 

Bob Krause, K-State s vice president for h advancement, said he wasn t 

worried. Carlin has been very supportive  

of the project, he said. 

However, House Speaker Melvin 
Neufeld, R-Ingalls, said some supporters 

of a new $799 million plan to expand KU 
4edical Center definitely want to stop 

t K-State project because they want the 

funds brought here.  

Neufeld, attending the June 19 unveiling 

of the medical center s expansion 
plan, declined to disclose opponents of 

the Olathe project. But he said, I got that 

Qnformation) pretty straight.  

Olathe Mayor Michael Copeland said 

he also was aware of people working behind 

the scenes against the project. 

But I don t want to go into the details,  

he said. This project is too important for 

it to be sullied by politics.  J Olathe proposal includes a bioscierice 

business park, to be developed by 

the KBA, and a K-State satellite campus. 
It is expected to attract $150 million in 

capital investment and 3,000 jobs with an 

average salary of $57,000. 
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
