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/" KANSAS UNIVERSITY: The

University of Kansas Depart-
ment of Slavic Languages and
Literatures recognized 26 stu-
dents for academic excellence
and outstanding service and
presented the first Joseph L.
Conrad Memorial Awards.

Honorees include Kate
Manguoglu, Salina, and Hally
Crangle, Lincoln.

Manguoglu, a sophomore
studying pre-business adminis-
tration, was cited for excellence

in intermediate Turkish. Cran{
gle, a freshman whose major is
undecided, was cited for excel-
lence in elementary Russian.

The Conrad Fund, a bequest
from the family of Joseph L.
Conrad, former professor and
department chairman, allows
students to travel to confer-
ences to disseminate their
research. Each student received
a $200 honorarium.

Students received certificates
and book awards for excellence
in various levels of Bosnian/
Croatian/Serbian, Czech, Pol-
ish, Russian, Slovene, Turkish
and Ukrainian.

KU is the only university in
the Great Plains to offer doc-
toral degrees, as well as bach-
elor’s and master’s degrees,
in Slavic languages and litera-
tures. The department by itself
and in conjunction with the -
Center for Russian, Eurasian
and East European Studies
offers Slavic-related events
throughout the year. The area
studies program, one of only 12
such federally funded national
resource centers, provides a
wide range of Slavic courses
offered by more than 50 faculty

members in 16 departments. __
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KANSAS UNIVERSITY:
Matthew Dupy, Salina, was
among students in a history of
the peoples of Kansas class that
studied the exodus of African-
Americans to Kansas in 1879.

Students in the class each
picked a Kansas newspaper
from that time period and wrote
papers on what the newspapers
reported about the exodus.

At the time of the exodus,
Kansas was known for being
progressive and tolerant, but
the students found articles that
seemed to suggest otherwise.
